Compaction Rules

Who:  All identified gifted students and others recommended by the subject teacher

  who have a minimum of an “A” average

What:  Compaction Test and Alternate Activities

When:  Compaction test announced approximately one week in advance

Why:  To show mastery of current unit goals and objectives at a more rapid pace
How:
· Complete Study Guide/ Study Activity for Assigned Unit

· Get Parent’s signature on Study Guide/Study Activity

· Earn a minimum of 93% on Compaction Test (with*correctives)

· Choose an alternate activity from Extensions Menu

How will your grade be calculated?

Students will be exempt from all classroom and homework activities, provided he or she brings compaction materials to every class and uses time constructively.  Failure to bring materials or work constructively will result in a return to regular classroom activities and potentially exclusion from the next compaction opportunity.  Students will not receive a report card grade from the compaction activity, but will receive an evaluation and/or credits.  Projects can be completed in the specified unit time period, or with prior approval, expanded over several compaction opportunities.

What will I be doing instead and where will I be doing it?


Students who successfully compact will choose from a menu of options.  Students must choose an option and identify the deadline.  Both teacher and parental approval are required on all contracts.  Students keep a work journal of all the activities he/she has completed each class period.  This is essential for documenting meaningful academic progress.  If Mrs. Morret or Mrs. Lacey’s room is available, students may work there.  Otherwise, students will remain in the classroom and work quietly in the back of the room, hall, or project room where a teacher can monitor progress.  The library is also available, but only with the special compaction pass.  The classroom or SIC teacher must know student whereabouts and expected work for the period at all times.
